The Library of Congress
A tour of the Library of 
Congress, America’s oldest 
cultural institution, is being 
offered. Buses will leave the 
NAS Building at 9:15 a.m. 
for the drive to the Library 
of Congress, where you will 
be greeted by a docent who 
will lead a tour of the historic 

Thomas Jefferson Building, describing the history of the Library. The 
docent will highlight the art and architecture of the building and 
explain how the Library serves the Congress and the nation. 

After the 60-minute docent-led tour, participants will have time to 
take a self-guided tour of the exhibition Exploring the Early Americas. 
This exhibition, as explained on the Library’s website, “examines 
indigenous cultures, the drama of the encounters between Maya, 
Aztec, and Inca cultures and European explorers and settlers, and the 
changes caused by the meeting of the two worlds. It features selections 
from the Jay I. Kislak Collection as well as the Waldseemüller Maps, 
created in 1507 and 1516.”

Among the other exhibitions that may be of interest are Thomas 
Jefferson’s Library, The Civil War in America, and the Herblock Gallery 
showcasing his political cartoons.

This program will last approximately 2 hours and will include 
moderate walking and standing; comfortable shoes are recommended. 
Note: The docents use Whisper Technology, a device that allows 
visitors to hear the docent more easily. You may use your own ear 
phones if you wish to bring them. The tour will conclude with 
luncheon at the Piedmont Room at Clyde’s – Gallery Place.

Ford’s Theatre National Historic Site
The director of Ford’s Theatre will greet participants in the theatre and talk 
about its history. Participants will then have the opportunity to tour the 
museum’s interactive exhibits, which bring to life 19th century Washington, 
and learn about life in the Lincoln White House. An acoustiguide will be 
provided so that participants may walk through the events of April 14, 
1865, the day of Lincoln’s assassination. Cross the street to the Petersen 

House and view the room 
where Lincoln died.

The National Academy of Sciences Building
Janice Goldblum, the Academies’ archivist, will take participants on a tour 
of the building. Starting in the foyer of the Constitution Avenue entrance, 
she will talk about the bronze and glass doors. The tour will visit the 
Members’ Center, the adjacent Members’ Room and the Lecture Room. 

Learn about the painting of President 
Lincoln signing the charter for the National 
Academy of Sciences in the beautiful 
Board Room. The tour will end with an in-
depth look at the Great Hall and its ornate 
decorations, all restored in 2012. Weather 
permitting, Ms. Goldblum will also talk 
about the exterior of the building and the 
Einstein statue. 

The tour will begin in the West Court at  
10:00 a.m. and will last approximately  
1 hour. At noon lunch will be available at 
the NAS Building.
